- Pour la protection des droits d’auteurs, Me Van Asbroeck déconseille de reprendre des publications par extraits ou citations
choisies ; il recommande aussi de demander au détenteur du droit I'autorisation de reproduire un texte ou un portrait.
L’assimilation d’un abus a un délit de presse entraine des conséquences particuliéres.
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- Sur le plan de la protection de la marque (dénomination sociale, logo), I'enregistrement et au niveau européen et au niveau
Benelux est conseillé. |l faut éviter d’abandonner ses droits d’auteurs sur un logo, un site a un employé ou a un sous-traitant
par 'usage de protections particuliéres.

- Enfin, la publicité envahit les réseaux sociaux : a peu de frais, elle permet un effet de masse trés rapide et ciblé. Son
encadrement juridique est formé par la Directive sur les Pratiques commerciales, la Directive e-commerce et les régles
édictées par les fournisseurs d’accés eux-mémes.

New Rules for paid holidays, Group S
At the end of 2011, the European Commission gave notice to Belgium to review their annual holiday system, in particular to
allow taking 20 paid holidays during the first year of work. The rule was specially restrictive for workers who had worked
abroad before joining an international association in Brussels. FAIB and Group S followed this matter very closely. Belgium
consequently modified its scheme from the end of June 2012.
